The pinkcommagallery requests entries for design works that represent creative approaches and solutions 
to issues in contemporary design for its inaugural Design Biennial Boston 2010 exhibit. The Biennial is 
intended to showcase emerging design voices through an exhibition and publication of innovative 
professional design works.

WHAT  A juried exhibition of the most significant emerging voices among Greater Boston’s early-
career design talent (including practices working in architecture, landscape architecture, 
graphic design, industrial design, and interior design). Selected applicants will be invited to 
participate in the exhibition, demonstrating their works and talents in a public venue and a 
pamphlet publication. 

WHEN  Submission deadline, 12 March 2010; exhibition in late Spring, 2010

WHERE pinkcommagallery, 81B Wareham Street in Boston’s South End.
 
 The pinkcommagallery was established in 2007 and strives to make design more pivotal in 

Boston’s cultural and political discourses. It has hosted more than a dozen exhibits, including 
“Rethinking Boston City Hall,” three annual events for Design Nearby (a showcase for local 
designers), “Parti Wall, Hanging Green,” “Public Works: Unsolicited Small Projects for the Big 
Dig,” “A Few Zines: Dispatches from the Edge of Architectural Production,” “Heroic: Boston 
Concrete 1957-1976,”  “Publishing Practices,” and “Welcome Hometta.” The gallery’s 
exhibitions have been reviewed in the Boston Globe, Boston Phoenix, The Architect, Architectural 
Record, Art New England, Dwell, The ArchitectÕs Newspaper, Archis, Volume, and many design 
blogs. In 2008, the gallery produced an exhibition of ten emerging design practices, which 
included Ground, Höweler + Yoon Architecture, LinOldhamOffice, Merge Architects, MOS, 
over,under, SINGLE speed DESIGN, Studio Luz, UNI, and Utile. The Biennial builds on this 
initial effort to recognize Greater Boston’s design creativity.
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CALL FOR ENTRIES

APPLY  You can apply if you meet the following conditions:

Applicants must practice in Greater Boston, including the metropolitan area and suburbs;
Applicants must have graduated from a design or architecture program;
Applicants may work in another firm, but the work presented must have been completed 

independently;
Applicants must have been in independent practice for fewer than 10 years or may be anyone 

up to 45 years old, no matter how long they have been in practice;
Applicants may be a collaborative team or a firm if all applicants meet the criteria above.

SUBMIT  Submissions will only be accepted in the following format:

 A bound printed portfolio* of work with 15 sheets or fewer (double-sided, making 30 pages). 
Submissions must be anonymous. Include a completed entry form and a short biography 
demonstrating eligibility in an envelope attached to the portfolio’s inside back cover. 

 Submitted designs must fall under the following areas: architecture; curatorial and exhibition 
design; interior design; publications, editorial, and graphic design; landscape, urban and 
public space; engineering and material technology.

 *Portfolios should not be bigger than 8.5 x 11 inches. Portfolios will only be returned if a self-addressed 
stamped envelope is included. Submission of CDs, models, and slides will not be accepted. Text should 
be minimal, describing only the most important details. The work should visually stand on its own.

 
CRITERIA Selections will be based on design excellence and suitability to the exhibition, with an 

emphasis on creative approaches and solutions related to current design issues.

DEADLINE  Submissions must be received by 4 p.m. at the gallery on 12 March 2010. 
 Late submissions will not be accepted. Send or deliver portfolios to:

FEE  A submission fee of $25 payable to pinkcommagallery must accompany the submission.

AWARD  Exhibition at pinkcommagallery and a publication documenting the winners.
